Mersey Valley Way: Defra Demonstration River Walk
Newsletter — March 2026

Funded by Defra, the Mersey Valley Way is part of the government’s ambition to deliver 9 river walks in each region
of England by 2030 to engage more people with their local river environment for health, recreation and well-being.
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Delivery commenced in October 2025 and includes path upgrades along
the Stockport section of the walk and nature recovery work along the
whole river valley. New interpretation assets, wayfinding and benches are
being installed. Walking guides, a refreshed Mersey Paddle Trail and
online digital information are also being provided. Much of the work has
been completed, supported by volunteers. The remaining work is
- underway, ready for a formal launch of the Mersey Valley Way on 21 May.
